Introduction to Firearms

This class is for the person(s) with no or minimal experience with firearms. It is designed to put the newcomer’s mind at ease with firearms and familiarize them with firearm safety and handling at a very basic level. This program will not focus on accuracy but safe and proper firearm handling and discharging. We start all students with a .22 caliber revolver. This is one of the smallest and tamest rounds available and is perfect for the beginner before moving to more advanced firearms.


In this session you will learn about and engage in:

· Firearm safety on the range
· Personal protection while shooting

· Handgun types and purposes

· Handling firearm basics with a ‘dummy’ gun

· Dry firing real handgun(s)

· Live firing real handgun(s)

Advancing Levels

The intermediate and advanced instruction levels are designed to elevate your skills beyond the basics, focusing on precision, speed, and tactical proficiency. The intermediate shooting class bridges the gap between beginner and advanced levels, offering a structured environment to enhance fundamental skills and introduce more complex techniques. Participants in these classes should already have a basic understanding of firearm safety and operation, as well as familiarity with shooting stances and grip. In this program, we will focus on refining accuracy through drills that emphasize sight alignment, trigger control, and recoil management.

In these sessions you can learn, among other things:

· Advanced safety measures and how to safely store firearms at home, as well as special firearm safety considerations within the home.

· Proper stance, grip, sight picture and trigger control to be able to easily acquire a target and stay on target.

· Names of component parts and operation of a variety of handguns, including single and double-action revolvers, pistols, hammer-fired vs. striker-fired, with and without thumb safeties, iron sight vs. red dot sights, etc.

· Firearm disassembly, cleaning and storage.
